This year, Cheerland Kindergarten participated in the captioned
scheme formulated by the Nurturing Education. The objective was
to enable children to put their thoughts into action. Furthermore,
it was expected that they would develop better capability in self-
expression, creative thinking and mutual cooperation with others
through the self-exploration of using digital media on their own or
in groups. Accordingly, an instructor coming from the said institute
paid regular visit to the kindergarten and engaged the children to
discover how to use a specially designed computer by themselves.

It is hoped that a natural
and free setting would encourage parents in need to receive social
work service, nipping family problems in their buds.

Under the
project, we organized a variety of activities entertaining a total of 480
people from low income families and new arrivals. They included
mooncake cooking class for families, women dancing class,
performance shows, tea gathering, health seminars, hair-cutting
class, free hair cut service, etc. It helped the deprived groups of
participants enhance their family relationship, develop their skills
and self-confidence, broaden their social network, learn positive
life attitude and experience volunteering, so as to promote a caring
and integrated community. A Fun Fair was held with the united effort
from the other 5 organizations participating in the project. Through
various performance shows and game stalls, the message of caring
and integrated community was conveyed. It was marvelous to have
1,000 people attending the fair.
