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Starting to Serve People

During the 1950s, a large influx of refugees
from the Mainland causing a population surge,
Miss Muriel Boone, the missionary of United
Presbyterian Church established the Presbyterian
Casework Centre (our former association) in 1954
to provide accommodation, material aid, medical
and financial support. The Agency also built
concrete cottages in Tiu Keng Leng for people in
need in 1956.
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Rooted in East Kowloon

In 1965, the Agency was renamed as Christian
Family Service Centre and our headquarters was
moved to 3 Tsui Ping Road, Kwun Tong in East
Kowloon Region till now. Along with the economic
growth after the late 1960s, the Government
started to subsidise the social services
organisations in order to provide regular services.
To cater for the need of the society, the Agency
has gradually expanded and developed into a
multi-services centre with the mission to support
and enhance functioning of family, elderly, youth
and the underprivileged.
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
