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Advocate ‘No Tissue Day’

The amount of tissue paper and hand wipes
disposed of daily by the people of Hong Kong is
enormous; daily tissue waste exceeds 720 tonnes.
Consequently, the Agency and The Chief Project
promoted the first ‘No Tissue Day’ to promote the
habit of using less tissue paper Participating
organisations included Outback Steakhouse of Hong
Kong, all of the Circle K Hong Kong convenience
stores, The Hong Kong and China Gas Company
Limited, Towngas Avenue, The Education University
of Hong Kong, and Lingnan University. On the day of
the event, the participating branch stores, offices,
and institutions did not distribute or use tissue paper,
napkins, or wipes.
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Outback Steakhouse Hong Kong support the ‘No Tissue Day’.

Sharing Session on Waste Reduction Policy

Co-organised with the Environmental Protection
Department, a sharing session on ‘Municipal Solid
Waste Charging (MSW Charging) Scheme for the
Disposal of Wastes' was organised for the social
welfare sector on 7" June, 2017 to promote a
coming fee policy on waste reduction. We hope to
promote waste separation from the source and
share the experience with other NGOs. Over 180
individuals from the social welfare and education
sectors attended the sharing session.

Waste Reduction Trial Project at the CFSC
Headquarter Building

The Agency carried out a one-year ‘Community
Involvement Project for Waste Reduction Through
Quantity-Based Municipal Solid Waste Charging’
that supported implementation of municipal solid
waste (MSW) fees at our headquarters. With the aim
to prepare our staff affected by the MSW fee policy
in the near future.
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Cheerland Kindergarten was awarded the first champion of
solid waste reduction.

26 departments participated in 47 meetings, briefings,
and demonstration sessions with service in-charge
and frontline colleagues to learn about the waste
classification — recycling process and the optimisation
of the waste recycling system. Ultimately, 78 recycling
bins were added in the building. Within half a year,
CFSC collected 12.2 tonnes of recyclables and 4.8
tonnes of food waste.
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There are mobile-book store and handmade book workshop at
Autumn Festival Market.
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With our joint efforts, the amount of waste disposed of
at the CFSC Headquarter Building was reduced by
50.2%, and the number of garbage bags used was
reduced by 30%. The project not only fulfilled its
purpose but also established ‘Waste Reduction’ as a
focus of our work.
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The regular swap party will be held at Kwun Tong Community
Green Station to disseminate waste reduction messages.

Community Collaboration

We worked to strengthen our collaborations with
various stakeholders. Kwun Tong Community Green
Station developed close working relationships with
nearby organisations and enterprises, including the
Kowloon Bay Vehicle Examination Centre of the
Transport Department, the Zero Carbon Building,
the MegaBox Shopping Mall, and Millennium City, to
establish collection points and coordinate upcycling
and promotional activities.

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Local farmers shared their experiences of organic farming

at ‘Organic Farm Market'.
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Collaborating with over 25 local farmers, Urban
Oasis has organised a monthly Farmers’ Market and
promoted the variety and benefits of organic food.
Urban Oasis has also established a platform for
residents to contact local farmers. Over 8,000
individuals attended the Farmers’ Market in a year.
Furthermore, with the support of the HSBC Hong
Kong Community Partnership Programme, Urban
Oasis organised an orchestra show. Additional
support for the show was provided by Tom Lee
Music, The Hong Kong Symphonic Winds, the Hong
Kong Postmodern Orchestra Association, and the
Hong Kong Young Musicians’ Wind Orchestra & O
Wind Ensemble.
